How to insert the SIM card

What is a SIM card?

How to charge the battery

Battery and Charger Safety  

 Only use batteries approved by the phone manufacturer. 

The full 

performance of a new battery is achieved only after two or 

three complete charge and discharge cycles. 

 The charging time depends on the charger and the battery 

used.
